Trainsrun regularly from Central station to Epping station (approx 30 minute journey)

Buses

Severa buses from Epping station direct to Macquarie University, which run

regularly. The bus journey from Epping station takes approximately 5— 10 minutes.

Or - express bus from Queen Victoria Building in the city (bus no.s 288 and 292). The journey takes
approximately 45 minutes.
